Bye- Law Addition for Rowney Green Peace Memorial Hall Scheme dated 19th October 2010.
     It is hereby agreed that as from 1st January 2013 there will be provision for General Committee Meetings every two months (if possible) to include:

     1.Representatives from the Management Trustees.

     2.Representatives from Community Groups as shown on the attached schedule.

     3.Representatives from “Regular” Users of the hall (those who have rented the hall during the past 12 months for five or more sessions during the year).

     4.A maximum of 6 other representatives from the residential parts of the Village of Rowney Green (defined as the area between the Redditch Road end of The Holloway, the Icknield Street end of Storrage Lane, and the properties clustered around Seecham Manor and Radford Farm).
     Meetings will seek to encourage and support those volunteers running the hall on a day-to-day basis; also to discuss possible improvements to the facility and the general management of the hall. The trustees will seek advice and opinions from the various representatives to aid the decision making process.

     Should there be a required action supported by a minimum of 12 people - 75% of those present (from 2,3and 4 above), then representatives can call for an Extraordinary General Meeting of the Village Hall Charity following the procedure laid down in the constitution dated 19th October 2010 to have these aired with the trustees.

     Nothing in this document in any way supersedes or overrides the constitution dated 19th October 2010. All control and management of the hall remains finally the responsibility of the trustees as elected at each Annual General Meeting.
